A Sequence of Rooms

KUU architects is a Shanghai-
based practice formed by Kok-
Meng Tan and Satoko Saeki.
They have dedicated some of
their projects to reflecting on
shared housing formulas in
which the concept of aggre-
gating rooms underpins the
design strategies. As happens
in their Shanghai Shared
Housing project study, their
Minus K House, which actually
merges two separate houses,
is generated from the repeti-
tion of a sequenceof 3x3m
rooms. These rooms are con-
nected by means of openings
to allow, whenever possible,
passage from one room to
another creating a chain of
spaces where the singularity
of each room dialogues with a
continuous conception of the
resulting space.
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
