Resum: En el context actual, les reflexions i les actuacions entorn
de la memoria historica de la Guerra Civil i la dictadura franquista
han d’incorporar indefectiblement la perspectiva de la post-memo-
ria, proposada per Marianne Hirsch.

Abstract: Nowadays, reflections and actions around the historical
memory of the Civil War and the Franco dictatorship must incor-
porate the perspective of post-memory, as it was proposed by Mari-
anne Hirsch. Moreover, memory is always a work on and through
the archive. Taking these two elements, it follows that memory is a
quest into the others’ archive, on the own memory which do not
belong to us, which is intimate and unknown at once. Contemporary
visual arts have taken up this quest in practices that combine research
and creativity, personal and collective memories, memory and am-
nesia. In 2023, the Ethos-URL Chair with the collaboration of the
artist Lola Lasurt have carried out a project on memory and art with
Blanquerna-URL Education students. We expose the report of the
project and some reflections to contribute to future projects..
