· Long format articles: recommended between 4,000 and 9,000 words.
· Short-format articles: recommended between 1,500 and 3,000 words

ILLUSTRATIONS AND IMAGES
All figures should be numbered with Arabic numerals (1, 2, 3, etc.). All photographs, schemas, graphs and diagrams are to be referred to as figures.

· Images of the article must have a maximum of 2MB each and not exceed 1800 x 1200 pixels. Preferably in jpg or png format.
· Images should be included in the text of the article, located in place and numbered as "Figure 1.", "Figure 2", etc. They must also be attached in separate files. Authorship must be indicated. In case of images of third parties, the authors must be responsible for acquiring the reproduction rights.

2. References and quotation

· The APA in text reference is in the format (author, date). When directly quoting from a text you must include a page number in the citation.
Examples:

The latter takes a stand with an active role (Aston & Gaudenzi, 2012) through interactivity,
which involves the audience in the process of reality representation (Nash, 2014).

On the other hand, Nash (2017) highlights the potential of interactive documentary for the exercise of the political role of the citizens.

In the words of Richard Walsh, the narrative emergence offers “the prospect of reconciliation between the conflicting values of narrative satisfaction and player autonomy” (Walsh, 2011, p. 72).

· Quotations that have more than 40 words are written separately from the text, indented, without quotation marks and without italics. Author reference is accompanied by the page number.
